· Illinois Adults Ages 18 to 64 without Health Insurance
· In extreme poverty - 54.5%

· Not in extreme poverty - 16.1%
· Illinoisans living in extreme poverty are nearly three times as likely to be living in crowded housing as people not in extreme poverty.

· The Epilepsy Foundation of Southern Illinois Pediatric Seizure Clinic provides FREE neurological care to children birth to 18 that have epilepsy?  Did you know that your UW investment pays for this?

· That Habitat for Humanity was able to build 2 homes last year that resulted in 2 families that were previously living in bad conditions the opportunity to afford a new home with a safe environment to raise their children?

· That a payroll deduction of just $6.50 a month will pay for 15 lice kits for kids that can’t? The treatments allow them to stay in school and learn and not be sent home to the infestation. 

· That our local Home Delivered Meal’s program is serving 16,000 meals per year to homebound seniors?

· That your investment of just $42 a month will provide over 50 tutoring bags for the Foster Grandparent program to help over 250 children reach grade level and beyond?

· That a payroll deduction of $84.50 a month (which qualifies you to be a part of our Legacy Society) will provide over 382 hours of mentoring and tutoring a week to over 300 children?

· That Land of Lincoln provides free legal services to victims of domestic violence.  Did you know your investment in UW helps support this?
